A Note about Today’s Service 
 

Fear not, little flock, for it is the Father’s good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 
 
The Bible makes many references to άthe kingdom,έ άthe kingdom of God,έ and άthe kingdom of heaven.έ These 
terms, though slightly different in emphasis, nevertheless reference the same reality. The kingdom in all its 
varying references means GodΩs sovereign rule over all things established through the dying and rising of Christ. 
GodΩs kingdom is both eternal and becoming. God has always been the sovereign King over all things. But in 
terms of human experience, the kingdom is an unfolding reality which will not be fully known until the age to 
come.  
 

John the Baptist announced the coming of the Messiah by calling people to άrepent, for the kingdom of heaven is 
at hand.έ The Lord Jesus came preaching the same message of repentance in preparation for the coming of the 
kingdom of heaven. As thousands of Jews gathered in Jerusalem on Pentecost, Peter called them to repent. At 
the heart of the message of the kingdom is the call to salvation.  
 

The message of the kingdom is one of salvation, beginning with GodΩs people but extending to the whole cosmos. 
GodΩs plan of salvation is expansive in scope. Not only has God promised to save a vast multitude of people, he 
will also create a new dwelling place for all the redeemed; a new heaven and earth with God at the center and 
where sin and death are no more.  
 

There is a now and not yet principle to the kingdom. That is, we will not see the kingdom fully realized until the 
age to come. And yet, there is a present-ness to GodΩs kingdom which is to be experienced by Christians and put 
on display as public witness for Christ. We will have eternity to behold the beauty of the Lord in his kingdom in 
the age to come. However, we have but little time in this life to live in joyful witness to that kingdom which the 
Father is pleased to give to us.  
 

In this life Jesus calls us away from anxiety and fear. The rationale he provides for this freedom is solid beyond 
our imagination. We are not to fear or be anxious about anything άfor it is the FatherΩs good pleasure to give you 
the kingdomέ (vs. 32). The answer to fear and worry is not wishful thinking but confidence in the generosity of 
God. 
 

And because of GodΩs generosity we do not live for the cheap trinkets of this fallen world. We do not need to 
trust in the money we earn. We do not need to seek security in the stuff of earth. God provides the necessary 
material for the survival of ravens and lilies. How much greater is our FatherΩs love for us who bear his image. 
How much greater is his love for those whom he has saved.

We tend to think 
that asking for help is a sign of weakness, so we keep our struggles hidden, stuffed deep inside. Galatians 6:2 
says, "Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ."
